A number 
of other students are personalizing their schedules with online and distance education course including 
Biology 30, C.A.L.M., Physics 20, Math 24, Science 24, Personal Psychology, Applied Math 10, and 
Science 30.  In addition we have a few students involved in Work Experience and one student pursuing a 
R.A.P. (Registered Apprenticeship Program) placement.  We would like to wish all students well in their 
new courses ï "Learning Together, Success for All" and remember that HARD WORK will see that this 
happens! 
   ñOur Grade 10 course offerings include Cooking (all students) followed by Sewing or CTS; Biology 20, 
Social Studies 10 and Pure Math 10.   
   ñDuring February, our Family, School and FNMI Social Worker, Mr. Rick Biggs will be doing some 
classroom sessions in Junior High involving Bullying Awareness.  Our RCMP liaison, Cst. J.P. Pottage 
has also extended an offer to come in and talk to our students in Junior High.  Tentatively, this will occur 
in the spring. 
   ñOn February 10, the entire school will be participating in "Winter Walk Day", an Alberta wide initiative 
for schools, community groups, work places, and individuals to take time out of their day to walk outside 
for at least 15 minutes.  Our school walk will occur at 1:45pm  if you wish to come out and walk with your 
son or daughter.

Social Studies 3/4/5 with Kate Phelps: 
   The students have begun creating an itinerary for a family holiday around Alberta.  They must 
plan the vacation in detail, including the distance the family must travel to get from each place to 
the next.  They are using the knowledge they have gained in this unit to create this trip.  They 
are very excited about the planning process and are learning how big Alberta really is. (You 
don't really want to travel from northern to southern Alberta in one day).  They will be increasing 
their computer skills in order to create a professional itinerary. 
 

Math 3/4/5 with Kate Phelps: 
   The grade 3's are finishing their unit on whole numbers.  They are learning what it takes to be 
prepared for an upcoming test.  We will be starting our unit on adding and subtracting numbers 
in the next week.  Look for the new ways your children will be adding and subtracting. 
   The grade 4's are also finishing off their unit on whole numbers. We will soon be starting our 
unit on multiplication and division facts.  Keep an eye out for the new ways they will be learning 
to multiply and divide numbers.  
   The grade 5's have been working hard on their multiplying and dividing unit.  They are 
learning about multiplying and dividing using multiples of 10 and 100. They think it's great that 
they can now multiply and divide larger numbers with ease.   
 

Language Arts 3/4/5 with Kathleen Cordeiro: 
   The grade 3/4/5 class is starting a new novel study called óHow to Eat 
Fried Wormsô, by Thomas Rockwell.  This novel is based on a young boy 
who is dared to eat worms ... 15 worms in 15 days!  This novel will cover 
themes of bullying, standing up for yourself, and how to cope with school 
life. 
 

Math 6 with Bob Nieman: 
   We have just completed our first unit in geometry where students were 
successfully able to draw and measure angles and triangles, as well as 
solve technical problems involving these items.  During the last week of 
January and the first week of February we have been trying to finish any 
needed corrections for the first four chapters.  In addition we have been reviewing for the 
midterm test.  In February we will be studying a fraction unit, and will be doing a few activities 
involving the Olympic Games. ("I Believe"é..Canada will win big at the Olympics!) 



Math 7 with Bob Nieman: 
   We have finished our first unit in geometry this year and have 
covered concepts involving the area of various geometric figures 
(triangles, rectangles, parallelograms and circles).  We have been in 
review and correction mode during the last week of January and the 
first week of February in preparation for the midterm test.  Next we 
will be studying fractions and will be taking part in a few Olympic 
activities. ("I Believe"é..Canada will win big at the Olympics!) 
 
 
 
 

PhysEd 8/9 with Bob Nieman: 
   Now that this class occurs later in the day, we will be able to take advantage of outdoor 
activities.  Our first activity was to go snowshoeing during the first week in February.  During the 
second week, we plan to go skating at the rink. 
 

Biology 20 with Darren Phelps: 
   Students are studying energy flow in the biosphere.  They are looking at how energy is cycled 
throughout our planet, and will be making their own food webs to gain an understanding of how 
people influence this flow of energy.  Parents are encouraged to keep up to date with their 
studentsô grades by logging on to www.teacherease.com.  Parents who have not already 
signed up for Teacherease, an online marks program, should contact Mr. Phelps in order to 
receive a password. (Other grade 7-12 courses also offer the marks on-line. Contact your childôs 
teacher to find out more). 
 

Science 3/4/5 with Darren Phelps: 
   Students are busy working on projects that involve building 
things that move.  They are applying concepts from their 
previous unit, wheels and levers, by assembling several moving 
objects.  These include a crane, a cart, and a water wheel. 
 

Science 6/7 with Darren Phelps: 
   Students are completing the structures and forces unit.  They 
have been hard at work studying different structures, their 
components, and the forces that act upon them.  They will 
culminate the unit by testing their popsicle stick bridges to see 
whose structure is the strongest of them all. 
 

Language Arts 6/7 with Kathleen Cordeiro: 
  The grade 6/7 class is reading óDays of Terrorô by Barbara 
Smu, which is an historical fiction novel based on events 
surrounding the Russian Revolution and the persecution of the 
Mennonites living there at the time. 
 

PhysEd 6/7 with Stephanie Jasinoski: 
   This semester I am excited to get to teach the 6/7 class Phys Ed. We have started on indoor 
soccer, and the class has become really good at playing the ball off the wall. We'll be continuing 
this next week. We also plan on holding a mini Winter Olympics for the elementary classes 
when the Olympics begin. I look forward to a great semester with the class. 
 
 



Social Studies 6/7 with Kathleen Cordeiro: 
   The grade 6/7 class is now finishing their fur 
trading fort projects.  These projects will be 
displayed on Tuesday, February 9 during 
period 4 for anyone who is interested in seeing 
them.  They have been working diligently to 
recreate what a Canadian fur trade fort would 
have looked like.  We will soon be moving on 
to chapter 6 and studying the USA's breaking 
away from Britain. 
 
Math 8 with Bill Willis: 
   The grade 8 class is almost finished the 
current unit, where we are learning how to find the surface area and volume for various  
3-dimensional shapes. 

 

Science 8/9 with Darren Phelps: 
  Students are nearing the completion of the 
electrical principles and technologies unit.  Soon 
they will be presenting their unit project, a 
homemade circuit model, to the class.  The last 
topic to discuss revolves around the idea of where 
electrical energy comes from and how these 
different technologies have an impact on the 
environment and society within which we live. 
 

Language Arts 8/9 with Kathleen Cordeiro: 
  The 8/9 class is focusing on the novel called 
óFreak the Mightyô by Rodman Philbrick.  This 
novel is about two teenage outcasts who are 
complete opposites, and about their becoming 
friends and learning that they each have 

something to offer the other that helps them cope with life as they know it. 
   The junior high classes have also started new grammar books, which we will focus on 
throughout the remainder of the year. 
 

Math 9 with Bill Willis: 
   The students are currently into the second polynomials unit, where they will learn how to 
factor binomials and trinomials. 
 
Math Art 8/9 with Bill Willis: 
   This mini-course allows students to learn some 
art techniques as applied to topics in Math. Our 
current project includes lessons in pencil shading 
and blending, as well as the use of chalk pastels.

Social Studies 9 with Stephanie Jasinoski:  
   We are finishing up our first unit on Canada's government and rights by having a midterm on 
Feb. 10, and then we're moving into a study of the economic systems of Canada and the USA. 
We will compare Canada and the USA's economy, look at consumerism, discuss why we buy 
certain things, and examine the impact of marketers. We will also study the social programs 
Canada has, and examine environmental issues in our country. Since the class is so good at 
discussions and debates it will be a great unit for us! 
 

Social Studies 10 with Stephanie Jasinoski: 
   Welcome to Social 10, which is all about globalization. Unit 1 looks at what globalization does 
to cultures around the world; how they are changed positively and negatively from being so 
connected to the rest of the world. For our project, each student will get to pick a culture and 
look at how it has changed as the world becomes more interconnected. It should be a great 
semester.  
 

Math 10 Pure with Bill Willis: 
   The course has begun with a study of Real numbers. Topics will include evaluating and 
simplifying square roots, and simplifying expressions using the exponent laws. 
 

Cooking 10 with Maria Krahn: 
Itôs the grade 10 studentsô turn to learn the fine art of cooking! All students in grade 10 are 
participating in this course, and they prepare a different new food each day. (The chocolate 
muffins were a big hit with everyone who got to sample them!)  

 
Social Studies 20 with Stephanie Jasinoski:  
   Welcome to Social 20! We have started right into our first topic, Nationalism, with a project 
comparing nations and nation-states. We have set up a class website where we'll post our 
assignments, hold forums and discuss the topics. In this unit we are looking at where the idea of 
nationalism came from by examining the American and French Revolutions. We will discuss 
where Canada's nationalism came from. I look forward to some great topics and discussions!
