What 6s Been Happening in Our Cl assr ooms

Social 6/7 with Stephanie Jasinoski:

This month we will are learning about the fate of Acadia and the Seven Years War, and the
Plains of Abraham. At the end of the month, either on Jan. 23 or Jan. 25, the class will be
having a midterm exam on Chapters 1-5. They will be receiving a review package to work on so
they can prepare during the month for their exam.

Social 9 with Stephanie Jasinoski:

We have finished our photo essays on collective rights, which were well done by the class.
This month we'll be learning about immigration and how it affects Canada. At the end of the
month the class will be having a unit exam on Chapters 1-5. We will be reviewing in class and
they will receive a review package to help them prepare.

Math 6 with Bob Nieman:

We have just completed a unit on decimals and have explored place values of decimal
numbers, problem solving involving decimals and the multiplication and division of decimal
numbers. The students have found the multiplication and division process quite tedious but
those who have persevered have been successful. Next, the students will be studying their first
unit in geometry, and will be exploring angles and investigating angles within triangles and
quadrilaterals.

Math 7 with Bob Nieman:

We have begun our first unit in geometry, which will
cover concepts involving the area of various geometric
figures (triangles, rectangles, parallelograms and circles).
The students will also be constructing circle graphs to
represent data, by hand and by using technology.

PE 6/7/8/9 with Bob Nieman:

In PE during the past month of classes the students
have continued with basketball and some fitness work.
The weather has not cooperated to allow us to go outside
for snowshoeing; we will snowshoe in January as the
weather allows. Indoors, we have recently started a unit
on badminton. The focus will be all aspects of the game,
including proper grip, etiquette, rules, serving techniques
and game strategy.

Math 8 with Bill Willis:

Our class has begun a unit on three dimensional shapes, including pyramids, cylinders and
prisms. Students have constructed shapes using nets, and are currently learning how to find the
volume and surface area of rectangular prisms.

Math 9 with Bill Willis:
The students are still learning the beginnings of polynomial algebra; currently they are
practicing the multiplication of polynomials of all sizes.

Math 10 Prep with Bill Willis:
We have finished the course, and students are now working on a course review assignment in
preparation for the final examination.



Math 14 with Bill Willis:
Students have just written the unit test on ratios and percents, and are about to begin the last
unit on geometry.

Math 20 Pure with Bill Willis:

The class has just written the unit test on functions; we are about to begin the final unit on
circle geometry, after which we will do a thorough review of grade 10 trigonometry. Students
have already received the course review assignment, and should be working on it every night in
preparation for the final examination, which is worth 40% of their final mark.

Computers with Bonnie Morgan:

The grade 1/2 class will be learning how to
collect data and input it into tables in Microsoft
Word. The grade 3/4/56 are learning proper
research techniques while looking up
information on the internet, and different
methods of transferring useful data to
documents from the internet.

The grade 6/7 class is doing a research
project on aliens, using the internet to find so
called @rovendfacts that aliens do exist. They
will then have to put their information into a
presentation and try to persuade the class of
their findings.

The grade 8/9 class is learning what the
inside of a computer looks like. Properly
working hardware is fundamental to the use of
computers, and yet to many people a
computer is a magic box that cannot be
opened or fixed . An understanding of assembling computer hardware is very important in
today's age. So just ask one of these students what a CPU is , or a motherboard, or RAM ...
they will be able to tell you not only what its function is, but where in that magic box it belongs!

Grade 1 and 2 with Allison Ansorger:
Our class will be very busy in the new year. In LA we have just finished writing our own
version of the story @he Mitten6 We will be reading books about winter and winter activities. In
math we are finishing up a unit on addition and subtraction, and are learning fun card games to
help us add and subtract better. We are focusing on the seasonal changes we see in winter in
science class, and in social studies we are learning about the decision-making process and how
this can help us be good citizens.

Science 8/9 with Darren Phelps:

We have been having a shockingly good
time learning about both current and static
electricity.

Accountability Pillar Survey

You may have recently seen newspaper articles on Provincial Achievement Tests (PATS) or
changes to the Grade 12 Diploma Exams. Both PATs and Diploma Exams contribute to the
Accountability Pillar, a tool used by Alberta Education to evaluate how well the education
system is meeting the expectations of parents and the public. All parents want to know that their
children are receiving a quality education. Grades are important but there is more to it than that.
A quality education helps all children make the most of their talents and abilities.

The Accountability Pillar uses a set of 16 indicators consisting of surveys of students, parents
and teachers on various aspects of quality, student outcomes such as dropout and high school
completion rates, and provincial assessments of student learning.

From January to the end of February, Alberta Education will be conducting the annual
Accountability Pillar Survey. In January, parents of all students in grades 4-12 will receive a
survey from Alberta Education. In February, students in grades 4-12 and all teachers will be
completing their surveys online at school.

All surveys are anonymous and ask questions about experiences with this school. As an
annual check-up on the education system, the Accountability Pillar provides an opportunity for
Al berta Education and school authorities to ensur e
Your participation in the survey helps, so we encourage you to return your survey promptly.

Survey results will be available to jurisdictions in May 2010, and will be reported publicly by
jurisdictions as part of their 3-Year Education Plans and Annual Education Results Reports.
