What 6s Been Happening in Our Cl assr ooms

Math 8 with Bill Willis

We are almost done the unit on ratios,
percents and rates. Students can expect a
test in the near future. Our next unit deals
with linear equations and graphing, a new
topic for grade 8.

Math 9 with Bill Willis

Students have finished a review of the
Pythagorean Theorem, and have begun a
unit on solving linear equations and
inequations.

Math 10 with Bill Willis

Our class has written the unit 2 test on sequences and series, and are now reviewing
polynomial algebra, with some new methods and procedures to be learned. Students
are reminded that there is homework after every class, including the unit review
assignment, which will be due in about a week.

Bio 20 with Darren Phelps:

Students have been investigating the theory of evolution and how species change
through time. Next they will be learning about the processes involved in photosynthesis
and cellular respiration.

Science 8/9 with Darren Phelps:

Students are studying biological diversity in our world. Currently they are learning
about the structure of DNA and how, through heritability, it allows for variation within
and among species. Moving forward, they will be working on the 'Tomatosphere'
project. They will be attempting to germinate tomato seeds that were sent to the
international space station for several months. Their data will be pooled with thirteen
thousand other class sets of data that have been collected over the past few years.
This data will help scientists understand how germination rates are impacted during
space travel.

We are learning about technologies dealing with heat and temperature. Recently

Collaborative Learning

Though collaborative learning does mean working in groups, it has advantages that go
beyond the traditional group project. While working together, children will gain
knowledge about a concept. In a collaborative learning environment, teachers and
students share knowledge about content and instruction. They work together toward a
common goal. Students can draw on their own strengths. Not only will they hear
different points of view, but the students are also challenged to actively participate
rather than just listen to the teacher present information. Students are encouraged to
think critically about a concept. Feelings of isolation and frustration can be lessened
sincecollaborat i ve | earning can have positive effect:c
learning. The situations they work in will vary from sharing ideas as they discuss a
guestion or problem with a partner, small groups or the whole class, to working on a
project.

An environment of collaborative learning also goes beyond the classroom and can
involve parents, teachers and students communicating about student learning together.
Some examples of this are, sharing student work done at school, student led
conferences, talking and asking questions about what is learned at school, and keeping
communication open between the teacher, parent, student and school as a whole.
Collaboration may also come in the form of technology as more teachers are setting up
on-line communication between home and school. Homework Hotline (www.prsd.ab.ca)
and classroom online sites called Moodles and Wikis are examples of this.

Some examples of collaborative learning at home include:

Practice, and encouraging children to use problem solving strategies

Working on a project together

Playing a game together

Planning a trip, outing or family event together
