Whatôs Been Happening in Our Classrooms 
 
LA 6/7 with Stephanie Barber 
   The grade 6/7 Language Arts class has been talking about etiquette during the Victorian era.  
This has been discussed as a preface to a study of Robert Louis Stevenson's ñTreasure Islandò.  
As well as studying Victorian literature, students are listening to Colleen read ñThe Jungle Bookò 
by Rudyard Kipling, another author who wrote during that time.  In keeping with the theme I 
have decided to read ñThe Strange Case of Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hydeò, also written by Stevenson,  
a novella out of which the names of its hero/antihero have become part of our language. 
   Students have also been learning about procedures for completing a research project.  They 
are required to research an Australian animal and subsequently they will be visiting the 
kindergarten class to share their learning.  I have some Australian animal cookie cutters, so I 
will be making some pictures and once we have learned about all of the animals, we will eat 
them for snack! 
 

Kinder-News with Colleen Rook 
   We have settled quite nicely into our routine now and are discovering that we can do things on 
our own.  The wonder and joy when the students actually accomplish what they consider to be a 
monumental task is a sight to behold! 
   This month we have been focusing on our heritage.  Our class consists of students of many 
cultures, and we have been learning a bit about each one.  We have learned that though our 
names may be common, some of us have names with special meanings.  To realize that not 
only were we named after someone special to our parents, but also that our name can mean 
something like ñLittle Hawkò makes us even more unique.  We spent one day calling each other 
by our ñspecialò name rather than our given name.   
   We have also been learning the importance of friendship and social skills.  Patti Philip has 
been visiting our classroom on Wednesday afternoons to reinforce the meaning of these words.  
The students really look forward to her stories and songs.  Thank You Patti for sharing with us! 
   Language Development will begin on Wednesday, October 7th.  The programme will again be 
on Wednesdays, with extra days added for special occasions.  
 

Sr High PhysEd with Stephanie Jasinoski 
   Senior high classes had the chance to learn about golf and improve their swing before we 
went golfing at Hines Creek. We had a great time and the weather was fantastic! Now we'll be 
starting on softball and football. 
 

Social 7 with Stephanie Jasinoski 
   We've been exploring the First Nations of Canada and are starting our first big research 
project on the similarities and differences of these societies.  
 

Social 9 with Stephanie Jasinoski 
   We're learning about Canada's federal government, the different political parties and some 
current issues in Canada. 
 

Math 8 with Bill Willis 
   Weôve finished the first unit on square numbers, square roots and the Pythagorean theorem, 
and students have written the test. Weôve now started learning about integers. 
 

Math 9 with Bill Willis 
   Weôve completed Unit 1, and students have written the test. We are now learning about 
exponents and exponent rules as they apply to algebra. 
 



Math 10 Prep with Bill Willis 
   Weôve completed Unit 1 and students have written the test. After a  short review of graphing 
techniques, students are beginning a thorough review of all algebraic methods from Math 9. 
 

Math 20 Pure with Bill Willis 
   We have finished Unit 2, a study of linear inequalities, and students are writing the test this 
week. Unit 3 is an introduction to parabolas and the quadratic function. 

 

Science 8/9/10 with Darren Phelps 
 Students are learning about chemistry and the study of 
matter.  Lessons have focused on a range of topics 
including atoms, the periodic table, chemical and physical 
changes, naming compounds, classifying chemical 
reactions and the mole.  Next the 8/9's will be 
investigating the environmental component of chemistry 
and the 10's will begin the physics unit. 
 

Science 6/7 with Darren Phelps 
 The grade 6/7 class is learning about the planet earth.  
Topics include its structure and the geological processes 
that occur on it.  They will have the opportunity to 
investigate and experiment with a range of mineral 
samples while completing the 'Geologists Bootcamp' 
Science-in-a-Crate activity. 
 

Science 3/4/5 with Darren Phelps 
 The 3/4/5 class has been building their knowledge on the 
topic of waste and our world.  They recently buried several 
forms of waste in order to test their biodegradability, and 
will check on their experiments later in October. 

 

PhysEd 1/2 with Darren Phelps 
 The grade 1/2 class is actively exploring personal space and movement.  They complete daily 
activities intended to help them increase flexibility, build muscle, improve cardiovascular fitness 
and to learn the skills and attitudes required to be successfully athletic individuals. 
 

Grade 6 Math with Bob Nieman 
  We have been studying input/output tables and have 
been finding ways to find a pattern rule that relates the 
input to the output.  We have also looked at the Cartesian 
Grid and have plotted positive numbered points. 
 

Grade 7 Math with Bob Nieman 
  We have continued our divisibility tests and have 
extended the testing to 7 and 11.  We have also been 
working with data tables in order to find pattern rules and 
develop tables and graphs from word problems. 
 

Junior High PhysEd with Bob Nieman 
  We have spent a few weeks on fitness activities (Beep 
Test, Fitness Circuits) and have now begun a Volleyball 
unit, breaking down each skill and designing scrimmage-type games to isolate the various skills.
