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Why Your Child Should Read for 20 minutes Every Day

"WHY CAN'T | SKIP MY 20 MINUTES OF READING TONIGHT?"
LET'S FIGURE IT OUT --- MATHEMATICALLY!

Student A reads 20 minutes five nights of every week.
Student B reads only 4 minutes a night...or not at all!

Step 1: Multiply minutes a night x 5 times each week.
Student A reads 20 min. x 5 times a week = 100 min/week
Student B reads 4 minutes x 5 times a week = 20 min/week
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Step 2: Multiply minutes a week x 4 weeks each month. ; ;
Student A reads 400 minutes a month. -

Student B reads 80 minutes a month.

Step 3: Multiply minutes a month x 9 months/school year
Student A reads 3600 min. in a school year.
Student B reads 720 min. in a school year.

Student A practices reading the equivalent of ten whole school
days a year, while Student B gets the equivalent of only two
school days of reading practice.

By the end of 6th grade if Student A and Student B maintain
these same reading habits:
Student A will have read the equivalent of 60 whole school days
Student B will have read the equivalent of only 12 school days.

One would expect the gap of information retained will have widened considerably, and so
undoubtedly will school performance. How do you think Student B will feel about
him/herself as a student?

Some questions to ponder:

Which student would you expect to read better?

Which student would you expect to know more?

Which student would you expect to write better?

Which student would you expect to have a better vocabulary?

Which student would you expect to be more successful in school....and in life?

Examination Rules:

- Students must stay in the examination room for at least one hour.

- Students arriving late will be given extra time at the discretion of the Principal (depending upon excused
or unexcused lateness).

- Diploma Exams: "Students who arrive more than one hour after a diploma examination has started will
not be allowed to write the examination. Students who arrive late but within the first hour of
administration may be allowed to write at the discretion of
by which the student was late." {Alberta Educ.}

- No electronic devices are allowed in the exam room, as per PRSD/Alberta Ed. Policy (except calculators).

- All backpacks, jackets and personal items must be left in the student's locker.

- Textbooks should be returned in the designated place before the exam begins.

- No food or drink, except water, will be allowed in the examination room.

- Bathroom visits should occur before the exam begins. Washroom visits during an exam will be on an emergency
basis only. Students will not be allowed to leave to get a drink. Bring a bottle of water.

Grades 6-9 Students: These students may not leave the school during exam times. Students in grades 7-9 may
leave during lunch if a note from a parent is provided for each occurrence. Students have regular classes when not
writing exams.

Grade 10: Please note that the open campus form that some parents signed at the beginning of the school year
refers only to the time between 11:48-12:37. Special permission must be granted by a parent for a student to leave
school at any time other than this. This permission must be given daily and have a specific time noted on it.
Parents may instead sign one form that covers the entire exam period; these are available in the office.

Grades 11-12: Students with open campus privileges do not need to be in school when not writing exams.

Students who have permission to leave the school bear the responsibility for returning on time for their next exam.
Students who come without a note or form will be supervised in an assigned location during non-exam times.

Students who miss their exam or achievement test due to medical reasons must have a signed note from a
doctor or nurse confirming illness, or a mark of '0' may be assigned for that exam.

Studying at Home
It is that time of year again - time to begin preparing for final exams, Provincial Achievement tests and
Diploma exams. To help give you and your child a head start on studying at home, we have put together
this list of tips and websites to help make studying at home a positive experience for everyone.

/¥ Set up a specific area for studying that has enough workspace and tools like a dictionary, a
thesaurus, pens, pencils, highlighters, paper.

¥ Itis also important that this study space has few distractions. It is important that study time is a
AnodoTVi me. Research has shown that music can hel p
should be a softer beat and low volume. Phone time should also be limited during study time to
necessary calls only.

/¥ Be aware of how much your child can handle at a time. Watch for their frustration levels and
remain encouraging. Young children usually last about 15-20 minutes before they need a break.
During break time it is a good idea to get a drink of water, have a healthy snack and maybe go for
a quick walk or play catch outside for a few minutes.

/¥ Set up a calendar with lots of space to write down exam times and study times in the boxes. It is
good to start preparing for an exam at least one week ahead of time to avoid cramming.

#¥ Studying is more than just reading notes. Some things to help make studying more active are:

+ Have your child highlight key points in their notes and then use these to make study
notes

Make flashcards

Discuss the information together and ask each other questions 1 make a game of it

Make pictures or charts with the information

Make up a song or rhyme to help remember the information

Colour code study notes

Make up acronyms ie) NASA (National Aeronautics & Space Administration), to help with

memory recall

/¥ Be present during study time and become familiar with what needs to be studied. Talk to the
teacher about areas that need to be reviewed.
