Grade 1 and 2 with Allison Ansorger:
Our class has been very busy, and of course is having a lot of fun!! In February we focussed on the
Olympics. Students wrote about what event they would compete in if they could compete in any sport, and
what their favourite sports to watch were. We made agraphasaclass,k eepi ng tr ackedasf Canad
and the students could answer many math questions related to the graph.
In Social Studies we looked at where the other Olympic countries are, and how life is different from life in
Worsley, particularly in cities like Vancouver. Everyone had fun watching highlights of medal performances
and pretending we were singing O Canada to the medal winners. Of course we participated in an Olympic
day (thank again to the 6/7 class for the great activities) and showed our Canadian and Olympic Pride!

In March we will be celebrating the birthday of Dr.Seuss, and wr i ting ®ayoWdwdls f or S
begin a Robert Munsch book study, and will be learning about organizing our writing so it makes sense. In

Math we will be focusing on number and operations once again, and in Science we will be moving on to a

unit on building things. In Social Studies we will be comparing urban and rural lifestyles, and looking at what

Worsley was like in the past. Hopefully spring will begin to show up soon and we can look at the changes a

new season will bring.



Science 3/4/5 with Darren Phelps:

Students have been designing vehicles that are
propelled in different ways. They have focussed
on the force of gravity and wind while modifying
their designs. In the coming weeks they will be
assembling a water wheel and will begin studying
light and shadows. Near the end of March they
will have access to a science-in-a-crate activity
created by the Science Alberta Foundation.

Language Arts 3/4/5 with Kathleen Cordeiro:

The grade 3/4/5 class continues to enjoy
reading fHow to Eat Fried Wormso and learning
many amazing details about earthworms. They
are also learning all about how to write and
analyze paragraphs.

Math 6 with Bob Nieman:

We are well into our fractions unit. The
students have learned about mixed and improper form and have practised expressing fractions in both
forms. They were able to use pattern blocks to help in their understanding of what a fraction represents. We
will also be learning about ratios and how fractions relate to percentages and in turn, decimals.

Science 6/7 with Darren Phelps:

Students have completed the 'Structures and Forces' unit and are now beginning to look at 'Heat and
Temperature." They will be completing a science-in-a-crate activity entitled 'Journey to the Center of the
Reservoir' to start the unit. Students will join superhero Joules Therm and become a technology expert in
enhanced oil recovery. Students will learn about heat transfer by conduction, convection and radiation,
check out the effect of heat on the motion of particles in matter and the viscosity of fluids, investigate the
thermal conductivity of different materials and digitally graph the differences between insulators and
conductors. Finally they will participate in the Heat Ambush Game to reach the centre of the reservoir.

Social Studies 6/7 with Kathleen Cordeiro:

We have been taking a closer look at the American Loyalists during the War of Independence - their
migration to Canada and how it has affected the shaping of our own country. There will be a chapter
performance task that will be due Friday, March 5.

PE 6/7 with Stephanie Jasinoski:

The class held the mini Winter Olympics for elementary
students last week. They had a great time doing curling,
bobsled pull, biathlon and snowshoeing. Way to go 6/7s ... it
was a fun time! This month we'll be doing some fitness and
have a unit on games of low organization.

Language Arts 6/7 with Kathleen Cordeiro:

The grade 6/7 class is also continuing to work on their novel
study fDays of Terror@ They are enjoying this historical fiction
and they are learning about many of the events surrounding
the Russian Revolution.

Language Arts 8/9 with Kathleen Cordeiro:

The grade 8/9 class continues to work on their novel study
fFreak the Mightyd They have enjoyed this book so far, a
first person narrative from a child their own age. All students
continue to work on grammar and creative writing as well.




Math 7 with Bob Nieman:

During our study of fractions we will look at the
operations of addition and subtraction after reviewing
mixed and improper forms.

Science 8/9 with Darren Phelps:

Students have completed the 'Electrical Principles and
Technologies' unit and recently demonstrated their unique
circuit designs to their peers. They are moving into the
‘Biological Diversity' unit where they will study diversity within
and among species, the basics of genetics, and natural forms
of reproduction.

Math 9 with Bill Willis:

We are just finishing the unit on polynomial factoring, with the
test on Wednesday March 3. We are then beginning a study of
probability.

Math Art 8/9 with Bill Willis:

Our next Math Art topic is cartooning. Students have learned
about body structure and how to show facial emotions with
simple pencil strokes. Soon students will produce their own
cartoons.

Math 10 Pure with Bill Willis:
Students are writing the test on radicals and exponents late in the first week of March. We will then be
starting the unit on sequences and series.

Social Studies10 with Stephanie Jasinoski:

We are finishing Unit 1, entitled 6 @balization and Identityd We have been examining the effect on identity
and culture of being so connected with the rest of the world. We are getting E-Pals for the class, like the
modern version of pen pals, and our class is partnered up with a senior high class from Taiwan. For our unit
project each student selected a culture and looked at how it has changed, positively and negatively; these
are on the class website. The projects are looking great! This month we will be moving into historical
globalization and the legacy of imperialism - it is a diverse topic where we'll examine cases of historical
globalization and the long term effects from all over the world. A very exciting unit!

Social Studies 20 with Stephanie Jasinoski:

Unit 1 d-oundations of Nationalismdis wrapping up. The class has determined what they believe was the
birth of nationalism in the French Revolution, and did a great job on their comparisons of nations vs. nation-
states. We are now starting into Canada's nationalism.




CTS with Bill Willis:
Some of our Sr. High students are studying video making and scriptwriting, and will be writing, filming,
editing and producing their own movies.

Bio 20 VC with Darren Phelps:

Students have completed the first unit of the course. They are now moving into the topics of ecosystems
and population changes, where they will study the reasons that populations change over time. This will lead
to a discussion about evidence for evolution.

Bio 30 VC from Hines Creek:
Our Bio 30 students recently completed a lab where they investigated the structure of the eye by
dissecting cow eyeballs.
