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Learning Together - Success for All

The summer will soon be here! Your children will soon be enjoying their much deserved time

away from the daily grind of study and homework. Summer is time for them to play, swim, camp,

ride bikes, sleep in, and relax. However, many children fall behind in math and reading skills over

the summer. This trend is so well known that there is even aname foriti it he summer sl i deo.

But the summer slide does not need to happen in your family. You can provide learning
opportunities during the summer that are different from what children do in school. This gives
your children a break from school work and still keeps them learning.
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Summer Learning Tips

1.Maximize your math skills. When you put fertilizer on the lawn or water in the hot tub take the
time to figure out the area of the lawn or the diameter and volume of your hot tub

2. Taking aroad trip? Calculate the km by using a map and adding up the distance as indicated
on the map. What does km-per-hour mean and how do you compute it? How many km-per-litre
are you getting?

3 .Have your children handle money. Take pop bottles back and have them estimate how
much money they will receive. Allow them to make change at your garage sale.

4. Keepitfun.Pl ay games that require the use of skills Il ear
and second graders turn over two cards, add them together and see which sum is higher. For

fourth, fifth and sixth graders turn over two (or three) cards, multiply them and see which is

higher. Play Crib, Whist, Monopoly, Scrabble, Yahtzee, or Boggle.

5. Read to preschool children at least 20-30 minutes a day. Have older children read to
you. Create a family book club. Pick a book with your child and both read it. Just the two of you
sit down once a week and discuss the plot development or characters.

6. Visit the Library. Combine activities with books.
If you're going to a baseball game, suggest your child read a book about his or her favourite
player beforehand. Later, you'll have lots of time to talk about the book and the game.

7. Tell your children stories. Hearing about your family history and your experiences will help
your children develop an appreciation of language, storytelling and the past.

8. Make a vacation scrapbook. Make or take pictures, collect postcards, brochures or
mementos and make a family memory book.

Create a summer that balances rest, relaxation, and fun with learning. Use the
many opportunities that summer offers to help your children grow their brain.
This will help your children begin the new school year right where they left off
and the only summer slide they experience will be the one at the recreation
center or water park. Have a wonderful summer!
