Alberta Education, in collaboration with Advanced Education and 
Technology and Employment and Immigration, is a committed supporter of 
WorldSkills Calgary 2009 being held September 1–7, 2009.  Initiatives such 
as increasing high school completion, supporting CTS and participating in 
the Registered Apprenticeship Program are consistent with this support.  
When students experience this competition first hand, they will develop a 
greater appreciation of the importance of trades and technology careers. 
 
Transportation 
To date, 57 school jurisdictions have indicated their intent to send more than 
57,000 students and supervisors to the competition. 
 
World of Skills Resource to Support WorldSkills 2009 
This new World of Skills video-based resource features interviews with 
secondary and post-secondary students as they participate in the Provincial 
and National Skills Competitions.  This resource also includes the following: 
·  video of officials, coaches and competitors explaining what it takes to 

compete in these competitions; 
·  a tool that can screen capture any video or still image in the resource; 
·  links to various skills-related websites and photo galleries of students in 

action at skills competitions; and 
·  textual information about the competitors and their educational programs.

This resource will help create interest in WorldSkills 2009 among students, 
as well as raise awareness of the various skill competition categories, and 
high school programs and related trades and technology careers. 
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CTS Sports Medicine Health Services Course Validation  
Reviews of the locally developed Sports Medicine 15, 25 and 35 courses along with the 
revision and refocus of the Health, Recreation and Human Services (HRH) cluster have 
revealed a significant overlap in these courses.  Therefore, a new CTS Sports Medicine 
Pathway has been formulated to replace the locally developed Sports Medicine 15, 25 
and 35 courses.  Six schools are validating the new CTS Sports Medicine courses in the 
second semester 2009, which are scheduled for implementation in September 2010.   

 
CTS Safety Course 
The Career Transition course (CTR1010) is a prerequisite to Off-campus Education.  
This course has been revised to reflect current safety practices and will replace CTR1210, 
CTR2210 and CTR3210.  Students will be able to earn additional credits in safety 
through Health Services courses and through practicum courses.  In addition, safety 
outcomes have been integrated into prerequisite courses in several key occupational areas 
to create a culture of safety within a practical context.  Changes are available on the CTS 
homepage at www.education.alberta.ca/teachers/program/cts.aspx. 

 
Wellness 
Alberta Education is examining wellness-related programs of study (K–12 Physical 
Education, Career and Life Management, K–9 Health and Life Skills) and has recently 
released the Draft Framework for Kindergarten to Grade 12 Wellness Education.  This 
framework outlines the fundamental concepts and inherent values of wellness education 
and provides guidance to the future development and implementation of K–12 wellness 
programs of study in Alberta.  Copies of the draft framework are now available on the 
Alberta Education website at www.education.alberta.ca/teachers/program/pe.aspx
